DISTINGUISHING CHARACTERISTICS

Positions at this level apply basic photographic skills while developing specialized skills in procedures,
operations, techniques, tools, materials and equipment. Established procedures and specific guidelines
for doing the work are followed. The employee uses initiative in carrying out routine assignments
independently without specific instruction. The work consists of duties that involve capture, image
editing, production and file distribution for smaller and simpler photographic assignments or projects. The
work involves the execution of segments of an assignment or project of broader scope assigned by and in
support of journey and advanced level staff.

OVERSIGHT

Supervision Received: The supervisor provides continuing or individual assignments by indicating
generally what is to be done, limitations, quality and quantity expected, deadlines, and priority of
assignments. The supervisor provides additional, specific instructions for new, difficult, or unusual
assignments including suggested work methods or advice on source material available. The employee
uses initiative in carrying out recurring assignments independently without specific instruction, but refers
deviations, problems, and unfamiliar situations not covered by instructions to the supervisor for decision
or help. The supervisor assures that finished work and methods used are technically accurate and in
compliance with instructions or established procedures. Review of the work increases with more difficult
assignments if the employee has not previously performed similar assignments.

5. Updates photo library, including indexing, cataloging, metadata creation, uploading and data entry;
conducts image library research, location and delivery to fulfill customer requests.
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6. Maintains operational condition of photographic and related equipment.
7. Performs other related Photographer job duties as required.
